Whereas, investment in early childhood experiences can prevent
achievement gaps, improve health and social-emotional outcomes, and lead to
better lifetime outcomes for children, and

Whereas, Vermonters concerned about the State’s youngest residents will
gather at the State House on March 11, 2020 to discuss with their State
legislators the importance of early childhood care, including affordability,
health care, and education-associated components, now therefore be it
