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SUMMARY

This biennial budget (Senate Bill 5092) is especially complicated given the recently passed federal legislation,
ARPA, which directed billions of federal funding to Washington state that has been included. Though these
funds are substantial and allowed many additional programs to be supported or created, these funds are a one-
time infusion of funding from the federal government. This means many of these newly funded programmatic
areas may not be funded in future budget cycles, unless the state finds another way to fund these programs.

All amounts are per biennium, unless noted.
