6.  The right to access and review all WRITTEN AND ELECTRONIC 21 
medical records of the minor child unless otherwise prohibited by law or 22

information not be released.  THIS RIGHT INCLUDES ACCESS TO WRITTEN AND 25

INCLUDING THOSE DESCRIBED IN SECTIONS 36-2152, 36-2271, 36-2272, 27

7.  The right to consent in writing before a biometric scan of the 29 
minor child is made pursuant to section 15-109.

8.  The right to consent in writing before any record of the minor 31 
child's blood or deoxyribonucleic acid is created, stored or shared, 32 
except as required by section 36-694, or before any genetic testing is 33 
conducted on the minor child pursuant to section 12-2803 unless authorized 34 
pursuant to section 13-610 or a court order. 35 

9.  The right to consent in writing before the THIS state or any of 36 
its political subdivisions makes a video or voice recording of the minor 37 
child, unless the video or voice recording is made during or as a part of 38 
a court proceeding, by law enforcement officers during or as part of a law 39 
enforcement investigation, during or as part of an interview in a criminal 40 
or child safety services investigation or to be used solely for any of the 41 
following: 42 

(a)  Safety demonstrations, including the maintenance of order and 43 
discipline in the common areas of a school or on pupil transportation 44 
vehicles. 45 
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(b)  A purpose related to a legitimate academic or extracurricular 1 
activity. 2 

(c)  A purpose related to regular classroom instruction. 3 
(d)  Security or surveillance of buildings or grounds. 4 
(e)  A photo identification card.  5 
10.  The right to be notified promptly if an employee of this state, 6 

any political subdivision of this state, any other governmental entity or 7 
any other institution suspects that a criminal offense has been committed 8 
against the minor child by someone other than a parent, unless the 9 
incident has first been reported to law enforcement and notification of 10 
NOTIFYING the parent would impede a law enforcement or child safety 11 
services investigation.  This paragraph does not create any new obligation 12 
for school districts and charter schools to report misconduct between 13 
students at school, such as fighting or aggressive play, that is routinely 14 
addressed as a student disciplinary matter by the school. 15 

11.  The right to obtain information about a child safety services 16 
investigation involving the parent pursuant to section 8-807.

PARENT'S CHILD UNLESS THE INFORMATION IS SUBJECT TO REPORT PURSUANT TO 33 
SECTION 13-3620.  IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER REMEDIES PROVIDED TO PARENTS 34 
UNDER THIS CHAPTER, CONDUCT IN VIOLATION OF THIS SUBSECTION IS GROUNDS FOR 35 
DISCIPLINE OF THE EMPLOYEE. 36 

D.  Unless those rights have been legally waived or legally 37 
terminated, parents have inalienable rights that are more comprehensive 38 
than those listed in this section.  This chapter does not prescribe all 39

(l)  The attendance requirements prescribed in sections 15-802, 3 
15-803 and 15-821. 4 

(m)  The right to public review of courses of study and textbooks 5 
pursuant to sections 15-721 and 15-722. 6 

(n)  The right to be excused from school attendance for religious 7 
purposes pursuant to section 15-806. 8 

(o)  Policies related to parental involvement pursuant to this 9 
section. 10 

(p)  The right to seek membership on school councils pursuant to 11 
section 15-351. 12 

(q)  Information about the student accountability information system 13 
as prescribed in section 15-1041.

5.  Legally recognized privileged or analogous relationships, such 43 

as relationships with a lawyer, physician or member of the clergy. 44 
6.  Medical history or medical information. 45 
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7.  Mental health history or mental health information. 1 
8.  Political affiliations, opinions or beliefs. 2 
9.  Pupil biometric information. 3 
10.  The quality of home interpersonal relationships. 4 
11.  Religious practices, affiliations or beliefs. 5 
12.  Self-sufficiency as it pertains to emergency, disaster and 6 

essential services interruption planning. 7 
13.  Sexual behavior or attitudes. 8 
14.  Voting history. 9 
B.  At the beginning of every school year LEAST SEVEN DAYS BEFORE 10 

ADMINISTERING ANY SURVEY TO A PUPIL, every school district and charter 11 
school shall PROVIDE A COPY OF THE SURVEY TO THE PUPIL'S PARENT ALONG WITH 12 
A WRITTEN INFORMED CONSENT FORM AND SHALL obtain written informed consent 13 
from the PUPIL'S parent of a FOR THE pupil to participate in any THE 14 
survey pursuant to subsection A of this section for the entire year.  15 
A  THE PUPIL'S parent of a pupil may at any time revoke consent for the 16 
pupil to participate in any survey pursuant to subsection A of this 17 
section.

2.  Class instruction, discussion or assignments on subjects within 37 
the purview of the course. 38 

3.  Private schools. 39 
4.  Any nationally recognized college entrance exam that a student 40 

chooses to take regardless if the administration of the exam takes place 41 
on public school property. 42 
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5.  Any survey conducted that contains questions soliciting 1 
information pursuant to subsection A of this section if the survey does 2 
not require a student's name or any other personally identifiable 3 
information.  4 

6.  Any survey conducted or implemented by the Arizona criminal 5 
justice commission. 6 

7.  Any method of surveying a student that is conducted because a 7 
person has a reasonable belief that a minor is or has been a victim of 8 
abuse pursuant to section 13-3620. 9 

E.  A penalty may not be imposed on a pupil or the parent of a pupil 10 
who does not participate in any survey conducted pursuant to subsection A 11 
of this section.  Participation in any survey pursuant to subsection A of 12 
this section is not required: 13 

1.  To demonstrate that a pupil has met competency requirements for 14 
any grade level, course or subject. 15 

2.  For a pupil to qualify for placement into any grade level, 16 
course or subject. 17 

3.  For a pupil to be promoted to the next grade. 18 
4.  For a pupil to receive credit for any course or as part of a 19 

letter grade for any course. 20 
5.  For a pupil to graduate from high school. 21

K.  A parent of a pupil that has a reasonable belief that a school 11 

district or charter school has violated this section may file a complaint 12 
with the attorney general or the county attorney for the county in which 13 
an alleged violation of this section occurred.  The attorney general or 14 
the county attorney for the county in which an alleged violation of this 15 
section occurred may initiate a suit in the superior court in the county 16 
in which the school district or charter school is located for the purpose 17 
of complying with this section.  After receiving written notice of an 18 
alleged failure to comply with this section, a school district or charter 19 
school that determines that a violation has occurred is not subject to a 20 
penalty or cause of action under this section if the school district or 21 
charter school cures the violation.
