Young Children—The Most Undercounted 
Age Group

•More than 2 million children under age 
5 were missed in the 2010 Census 
nationally.
• And research shows that we are getting 

worse at counting young children.

•Why are young children missed?
• They are oftentimes left off household 

responses.

•What does this mean?
• Improving response rates alone will not 

solve the problem.  We must educate, 
inform and empower residents.
