The survey was
conducted using text message recruitment and IVR to complete the survey.
Since the text messages were sent to random registered The United States
voters the poll can be assigned a margin of error. The survey is intended to
represent the voting population in The United States.

The margin of error for the poll is +/- 3% at the 95% confidence level. Margins
of error are higher in each subsample.
